Prepare for Worship 
Enter the nave of the church quietly in respect for others already there who are preparing for worship. 
Most people “reverence” the Cross in some fashion, either by genuflecting (crossing yourself and a 
“shallow” and brief kneel) or a simple (but not perfunctory) bow at the waist prior to entering the pew. 
You would not enter someone’s home without some kind of greeting, would you? Neither should we 
enter God’s house without acknowledging the sacredness of this place and God’s presence. 
 

Take a moment to pray. Many kneel to pray; some stand; others remain seated. The posture is not as 
important as the discipline of speaking to God in His house prior to worship. If time allows, review the 
bulletin, note page numbers and mark your hymnal. These simple acts make worship go more smoothly, 
giving you the opportunity to pay attention to the service and not to handling (or mishandling) books 
and bulletins. 
 

This Bulletin is designed to assist you in participating fully in the liturgy. Scriptures from the Bible, 
and Liturgy from the Book of Common Prayer are all included in context. If you prefer, the service 
begins on page 123 of the Book of Common Prayer (BCP). Our hymns are found in the Worship 
and Rejoice Hymnal (WRH) and the Scripture Texts are in the Pew Bible.

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of mankind to live on all the face of the earth, having determined allotted periods and the 
boundaries of their dwelling place, 27that they should seek God, and perhaps feel their 
way toward him and find him. Yet he is actually not far from each one of us, 28for “‘In him 
we live and move and have our being’; as even some of your own poets have said, “‘For 
we are indeed his offspring.’ 29Being then God's offspring, we ought not to think that the 
divine being is like gold or silver or stone, an image formed by the art and imagination of 
man. 30The times of ignorance God overlooked, but now he commands all people 
everywhere to repent, 31because he has fixed a day on which he will judge the world in 
righteousness by a man whom he has appointed; and of this he has given assurance to all 
by raising him from the dead.”

Most people “reverence” the Cross in some fashion, either by genuflecting (crossing yourself and a 
“shallow” and brief kneel) or a simple (but not perfunctory) bow at the waist prior to entering the pew. 
You would not enter someone’s home without some kind of greeting, would you? Neither should we 
enter God’s house without acknowledging the sacredness of this place and God’s presence. 
 

Take a moment to pray. Many kneel to pray; some stand; others remain seated. The posture is not as 
important as the discipline of speaking to God in His house prior to worship. If time allows, review the 
bulletin, note page numbers and mark your hymnal.
